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A philosophical examination of some central issues concerning the mind - its relation to the physical world, its role in explanation, what to make of mental causation, how to understand consciousness. This is philosophically sophisticated material, and students should have some background in philosophy and/or be motivated to wrestle with some hard, but very interesting arguments.
