This class will survey the ideas of the 19th and 20th century philosophers who have come to be considered canonically “existentialist thinkers”, including Kierkegaard, Nietzsche, Sartre and Camus.  We’ll explore the reasons why this diverse group of thinkers deserves this common label.  We’ll particularly focus on the concept and viability of an existentialist theory of human subjectivity and agency and its consequences for ethics.
